GRANT POLICY AND GUIDELINES

FOR OSWEGO COMMUNITY UNIT DISTRICT 308

I. GUIDELINES FOR GRANT REQUESTS


In keeping with the its philosophy and goals, the Foundation for the Oswego 


Community Unit District Schools will present grants to selected programs, 


activities, and expenditures which enhance and support educational 


opportunities for students in the Oswego Community Unit District Schools.  


The following criteria will serve as guidelines:


A.
All grade levels and curricular areas will be considered.


B.
Foundation funds will fund programs, activities, and expenditures which 



are not part of the District’s regular operating budget.


C.
Foundation funds will not be appropriated for the purchase of textbooks



or for operational supplies that support regular curriculum offerings.

D. Foundation funds will not be appropriated for salaries or training costs

           of the applicant(s).

E.      Funds requested for expenses for extra-curricular must include the 

           portion the participants will pay.

F.      Foundation funds will not pay for material or other equipment that is 

           available within the school or of an existing program.

G.      Foundation funds may pay for part of a proposal if the applicant gives   

           some options. 


H.      Foundation funds will be appropriated for initiatives such as:



1.
Programs for student enrichment to include after-school and 




summer programs in science, humanities, art, and tech prep.



2.
Laboratories to support mathematics, science, humanities, and 




tech prep.



3.
Artist-in-Residence programs to include authors, performers, 




artists, scientists, technology experts, and craftsmen.

II.
SELECTION CRITERIA FOR GRANTS BY THE COMMITTEE



The requests will be reviewed by the Grant Committee in the context of   

             the philosophy and objectives of the Foundation.  The Committee will use the 


following criteria.

A. Number of students and levels that will benefit from this request.

B. Concurrence with Oswego Community Unit District’s goals and mission.

C. Explanation and clarity of the grant’s objectives.

D. Ongoing benefits that will occur after Foundation funding ends.

E. Positive impact on students that can be demonstrated.

F. Requests for expenses for an extra-curricular trip or program must show what portion the participants are going to pay.

G. Disposable materials or other equipment that is available with the school or of an existing program should not be requested.

H. Giving some alternatives to pay for part of the proposal may have the applicant receiving some of the requested funds.

I. No appropriation for salaries or training cost of the applicant(s).

REQUEST FOR FUNDING PROCEDURES


A.
Requests must be submitted with the Foundation’s Grant Proposal Form as



the cover sheet.

B. Requests should be submitted to the Oswego School District Administration Office, c/o of Oswego Foundation for Educational Excellence, and must be received by the date on the grant application.

C.
Requests can be initiated by District 308 faculty, staff, or other 



interested individuals.


D.*
Recipients of Foundation awards will be expected to present a summary 



and evaluation of their activities (such as pictures, written work, etc.)



within a year. Stickers will be provided for tangible items purchased 

                        with grant funds.

If grant activity is publized, please acknowledge OFEE’s funding to 

                        increase public awareness, future donations and grant participation.               

IV.
SELECTION PROCEDURES FOR GRANT COMMITTEE MEMBERS

A. The President of the Foundation Board will appoint annually the Chair of the Grant Committee from the board and a minimum of two (2) others from the board to serve on the Committee.  In addition, the Oswego School District’s Curriculum Director will be part of the selection committee. 

B. The Chair of the Grant Committee can invite up to three additional individuals to serve on the Committee for a total of committee membership not to exceed six.

C. The Grant Committee will review all requests for compliance with the



criteria as outlined in Sections I, II, and III.

D. The Grant Committee will submit to the Foundation Board the proposals recommended for funding.

E. The Board of Directors of the Foundation will make the final selections for funding based on the recommendations it has received from the Grant Committee.

F. All Grants selected to be funded will be acknowledged by the Foundation with a certificate before the end of the current school year.

V.
APPROPRIATION PROCEDURES

The Board of Directors of the Foundation for Oswego Community Unit District 


Schools will appropriate funds for approved projects and initiatives in the


following way:

A. The Foundation Board will annually approve the amount of funds that will be available for grant distribution.

B.
The payment for a grant will be made after the recipient(s) completes the Foundation’s Voucher.  The voucher is given when the Certificate of Award is presented. Funds must be used by January 31 of that year.
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
